He publish ed a magazine , Bridge 
World , which made him rich and famous.   He  was 
expert in manipulating  people, situations and 
ideas. It was said that he played people better 
than he played  cards .  Both he and his magazine 
were  colourful, goss ipy and intellectual. He 
mocked other bridge experts and was notorious in 
tearing down the reputation of others including 
his own magazine contributors .
